6 RELEVANT EVENTS

At 0526 hours the pilot telephoned Archerfield briefing office and submitted flight plan details for a
flight from Oakey to Toowoomba, Redcliffe, Toowoomba and return to Oakey. He was given the appropriate
Notices to Airmen (NOTAMS), a time check and the altimeter setting applicable to the area. Before the
briefing officer could check whether the pilot had studied the weather forecast for the area or provide the
necessary weather briefing, the pilot terminated the call.

The flight plan submitted indicated that there would be four persons on board, that the aircraft
would cruise between Toowoomba and Redcliffe at 3500 feet and would not be making formal position reports
throughout the flight. Search and rescue action was required should the pilot not cancel the requirement by a
radio call to Brisbane Airways Operations Unit before 1730 hours.

The relevant meteorological forecast indicated that winds in the lower levels would be from the
east. Scattered showers were expected with 1-4 oktas of stratus clo'ic! between 500 and 2000 feet above sea
level, increasing to 5-7 oktas in precipitation. Up to 7 ok'/ts of cuiro 1 ; iorm cloud were forecast between 2000
and 10000 feet, with the amount diminishing over the area of the f l ight and towards the south. The visibility
was expected to be 30 kilometres deteriorating to 1500 metres. The weather therefore was forecast to be
marginal, but not prohibitive of a flight over the route under VFR.

The flight apparently proceeded normally from Oakey to Toov/oomba, at which point the three
passengers joined the aircraft .

Brisbane Fligh' Service Unit (FSU) received a call fmr. the aircraft at 0655 hours to the effect
that it had departed Toowoomba and requesting advice as to whether the mil i tary control zorie if Am'>e.%i iy
was active. Brisbane FSU confirmed the advice given to the pilot at the earlier briefing that the Amberley
Control Zone was not active.

The flight from Toowoomba to Redcliffe was estimated to take 38 minutes and the aircraft could
therefore have been expected to arrive at Redcliffe at 0733 hours. At that time the pilot called Brisbane FSU
and reported that he was "in cloud and in a bit of trouble". The FSU acknowledged the call and requested that
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1. Don't take the machine into the air unless you arc satisfied
it w i l l f ly.

2. Never leave the ground with the motor leaking.

3. Don't turn sharply when taxiing. Instead of turning sharp,
have someone lift the tail around.

4. In taking off, Uxik at the ground and the air.

5. Never get out of a machine with the motor running until the
pilot relieving you can reach the engine controls.

6. Pilot's should carry hankies in a bandy position to wipe off
goggles.

7. Riding on the steps, wings, or tail of a machine is prohibited.

8. In case the engine fails on takeoff, land straight ahead
regardless of obstacles.

9. No machine must taxi faster than a man can walk.

10. Never run motor so that blast will blow on other machines.

I I . 1-eam to gauge altitude, especially on landing.

I 2. If you see another machine near you, get out of the way.

13. No two cadets should ever ride together in the same
machine.

. Do not trust altitude instrument*.

. Before you begin a landing glide, see that no machines are
under you.

. 1 lodge-hopping will not be tolerated.

. No spins on back or lail slides will be indulged in as they
unnecessarily strain the machines.

. If (King against the wind and you wish to II v with the wind,
don'i make a sharp turn near the ground. You may crasH.

. Motors have been known to slop during a long glide. If pilot
wishes to use motor for landing, he should open throttle.

Don't a t tempt to force machine onto ground with more
than flying speed. The result is bouncing and ricocheting.

, Pilots will not wear spurs while flying.

Do not use aeronautical gasoline in cars or motorcycles.

. You must not Like off or land closer than 50 feet to the
hanger.

, Never take a machine into the air until you are familiar with
its controls and instruments.

. If an emergency occurs while flying, land as soon as possible.
